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GENERAL INFORMATION

Thisbulletin provides information about the Scholarships for Academic Excellence (SAE) to be
awarded in 209 for the 2018-2019 academic year. Pending the appropriation of State funds
during the 209 session of the New York State Legislature, 8,000 scholavsifijpe awarded

Of the 8,000, 2,000 scholarships will have a value of $1,500 each and 6,000 scholarships will have
a value of $500 each. Winners of this scholarship may concurrently receive any other New York
State academic or general award for whigdr she may be eligible. However, winners cannot

be awarded a Scholarship for Academic Excellence in any amount when the combination of all
awards would exceed their cost of attendanc&cholarship winners must attel a college or
university (SAE canna be used for trade schools) in New York State. Those who do not attend

a college or university in New York State forfeit the awar@ost of attendance includes tuition,
required fees, laboratory and other institutiolelated expenses, books, transpotiat, and

room and board.

Awards are renewable for up to four academic years of undergraduate study or five academic
years, if the program of study normally requires five years as defined by tmenSsioner of
Education. In an event in which scholarship is declined by the student or revoked by the
Commissioner of Education, its benefits will lapse and rewards will be made.

ELIGIBILITREQUIREMENTS

(@) Each scholarship winner must graduate from a New York State high school by the end of
the 2018-2019school year.

4. ALLOCATION OF SCHOLARSHIPS TO THE HIGH SCHOOLS

Each registered high school in the State, as defined in the Regulations of the
Commissioner, will be allocated a single scholarship of one thodsandundred dollars
($1,500.).

The remaining $1,500 scholarships will be allocated to the high schools in the same ratio
that the number of students enrolled in the twelfth grade at each high school in the prior
school year (202-2018) bears to the total number of students who were enrolled in the
twelfth grade in the State during that year. The ratio will be multiplied by the number of
scholarships available, and the result, rounded to the nearest whole number, will be the



Criteria Methods

METHOD A: REGENTS TEST SCORES

A high school, which, prior to its students’ senior year, has offered to all such students



High schools other than those described above shall select scholarship hominees on the
following lkasis

METHOD B: RANK IN CLASS

For high schools that can determine class rank because of their grading system, class rank
of students at the end of their junior year.

In the case of a tie, the high school may determine rank order by lottery amdigduals
having the same class rank.

METHOD C: LOCALLY DEVELOPED EXAMINATION OF ENGLISH & MATHEMATICS
For high schools that cannot determine class rank because of their grading system, a

locally developed and administered assessment of academic performance which shall test
